VIKTOR GVOZDYNSKYI

Born on February 25, 1951 in the town of Volodymyr-Volyn-
skyy in Volynska region. Art education received at Kharkiv Art
School (1966-1970), professors in the speciality: Bohdanov V.V.,
Shygymaga P.A. and at Kharkiv Art-Technical Institute (1970-
1975) professors in the speciality: Professor Biesiedin S.F., Kon-
stantynopolskyi A.M., Martynets O.V.). Since 1975 he works
at the Rivne Art-Production Workshops. Painter. Graphic Artist.
Member of the National Union of Ukrainian Artists since 1985.

Viktor Gvozdynskyi — is a regular participant of regional,
district, republican and also of many other foreign exhibitions.
Works of Gvozdynskyi V. are in private collections in Ukraine,
Russia, Czech Republic, Poland, the USA, Italy and Australia.

The Artist held some personal expositions in: Rivne — 1985,
Lviv — 1985, Prague (Czech Republic) — 1990, Shumperk (Czech
Republic) — 1991, Most (Czech Republic) — 1992, Yesenik (Czech
Republic) — 1993, 1994, 1995.

Since 2005 V. Gvozdynskyi takes part in many Ukrainian and
international painting plain-airs and participates in group exhibi-
tions in Ukraine and Poland.

In his works the Artist gives preference to direct contact with
nature, architectural heritage and modern urban landscape. The
Painter finds in ordinary landscape his own secret world, he fas-
cinates with uniqueness and individualism. His innate ability to
think in plain-air categories represents the appropriate manner of
painting. In recent years the Painter’s works naturally and un-
constrainedly continues the best traditions of the Ukrainian land-
scape painting, the fundamentals of which were elaborated by P.
Levchenko, S. Vasylkivskyi, Burachenko.

Nature in works of the Painter appears in unexpected view-
point. Landscapes of the Artist are not just pictures, but portrait
embodiments of the intension. Every canvas charms by its light-
ness, transparency, lyricism, and has unique colour solution, ac-
cording to the season, state of nature.

Still life in works of the Artist — is a light perception of the
world, which is displayed in light silver tonality and in interesting
composite construction. V. Gvozdynskyi is a master of water-
colour technique, which gives to his works a sense of transpar-
ency, poetic emotionality, shimmering sensuality. Landscapes of
the Native Land differ by harmonious combination of architecture
and landscapes of Polissia region. Their solemnity and conser-
vative colours emphasize slow passing of time, high spirituality,
which fill the Artist while painting of monasteries and churches of
Rivne and Volyn regions. Nature for painter is inspired, live and
variable. V. Gvozdynskyi interprets landscape scenes with filling
them by his own vision, which is based on famous traditions of
Ukrainian Art, which excites the viewer with the sense of light,
peace and love to Motherland.
